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Even if the first shock while coming here is fact that everybody around you is not 

speaking your mother tongue, after not so long time you will experience more 

differences! 

 LANGUAGE Ÿ Polish is one of the most difficult languages on the world              

so it will not be easy to learn it. But remember to learn some words in it... 

 ARCHITECTURE Ÿ something weird, doesn't it? Everything in brick not in 

wood? Yes, in Poland wooden buildings are rare. And it's nothing strange in 

it: during World War I and II almost all Poland was destroyed by Germans. 

And now, 66 years after inhibition of armed actions, Poland is still in phase 

of rebuilding both it's architecture and structure... 

 EDUCATION Ÿ you will be able to see differences during visiting Polish 

schools: for sure they will say you everything about Polish educational 

system. But remember also to ask about more specific information                

(maybe students can tell you something more)... 

 PEOPLE Ÿ after some time you will see that not everybody is behaving in a 

way that typical American person behave... Maybe it will be attitude to life, 

maybe some other stuff, ... Polish way of living is for sure sometimes 

different than American ɀ but it's your opinion to make: it's better, worse or 

the same? 

 TRADITION Ÿ some Polish habits or traditions will be totally twisted for 

you: but... ask about roots of it ɀ sometimes it's very interesting and try to 

take part in this habits as well as your hosts... 

 FOOD Ÿ you will see... or rather smell and taste... 

...and a loooooot more! Remember Poland is interesting country. And a purpose 

of this description is just to help you taste it on your own not to give you 

information which you can ask google.pl every time you want. Hope that after 

this two weeks here, you will not have doubts about any of aspects I mentioned 

above.
